CTN and Unlimited are offering micro-commissions of £4,250 to 9 disabled artists, to support the development of high-quality, ambitious, original work from across a range of artforms. 
The work created must connect to the broad themes and ideas explored in Burnt Out in Biscuit Land, namely, invisibility, isolation, joy, and resistance. 
The commissions are open to artists who identify as deaf, disabled, neurodivergent, chronically ill or clinically extremely vulnerable to COVID-19.
Outlined below is our full CTN partner list. Each Partner has set criteria. You will need to respond to these in your application. Some Partners may also have additional elements which are encouraged. These are not set criteria but are aspects in which a Partner has a stated interest. You do not have to respond to these unless you wish to.
Note on finances:
When considering applying, please note that the £4,250 award must cover:
· Day rates for your time
· Your travel
· Production/material costs
· Any access costs not met by Access to Work
· Cost of any space for rehearsals/making, beyond that which CTN partners can provide for free. 
These are micro-commissions and as such we do not expect artists to make full scale artworks. Instead, artists are encouraged to scale their ideas accordingly, to ensure they are budgeting for their time appropriately. CTN and its partners can support this budgeting process.
PARTNER NAME: Jumped Up Theatre
PARTNER LOCATION: Peterborough
This award is for £4,250
